3. What ingrained attitudes and behaviors is Jesus trying to change?

Day 5: Discipleship
Read Matthew 5:43-48, Titus 3:1-11

2. What aspects of discipleship does the Parable of the Good Samaritan address?

3. Do these two parables point out anything specific in your life? Anything on which you
have improved? Anything on which you need to improve?
