T he Hy m n o f Pra i s e o r Ap p r o ac h i n 
Prais!:  Our opening hymns or chorus’ focus on 
giving praise to our God ' Focusing on who He is or 
what He has done or reminding us that it is good 
and proper to give Him praise because He is worthy.
The Invocation:  This prayer exalts the Name of 
the Lord and invokes His presence and communion 
as we come to worship Him.
The Confession of Faith:  Jesus says, “Everyone 
therefore who sha! confess Me before men; I wi!

O%ertory:  Giving of our resources or gi*s is an act 
of worship.
Children’s Sermon:  We believe that children are 
a part of the church and we desire to train them to 
listen to the Word of God.
Hymn of Preparation:  This hymn is meant to 
turn our minds toward, and prepare our hearts for, 
the preaching of the Word.
Pastoral Prayer:  One of the main roles of the 
elder is to pray for the flock under his care and 
corporate prayer is an important aspect in this.
